A project for the people of the Benna Tribe, a poor The school will be built in their village located in the
pastoralist community. They are about 4’000, including 1000 lower Omo Valley, in southwestern Ethiopia. It will
children. replace the current structure used for the education

of some of the children
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Why this project ?

A building made of wood and earth currently resides within the village but cannot accommodate all the children because of its limited capacity. In
addition, it represents a real danger due to its precarious structure and its permeability to animals. About 1/3 of the children benefit from this
outdated and inappropriate school for education. The second third of these children go to neighbouring villages and travel between 10 and 15 km
through the hazardous environment of this region. The last third is mainly made up of girls. These are restricted to the parents' homes because of
fear of a dangerous itinerary where kidnapping, attacks or even rape frequently occur.

This school will offer an
independence and
autonomy specific to the
tribe, an autarkic place
adapted for all the children
of this pastoralist
population. Not only will
the children have a fair and
secure social environment,
but the parents of this tribe
will also gain serenity about
the daily lives of their
children, and especially
girls.
